
 Call for a Caucus 
of the Arlington County Democratic Committee

to Elect Delegates to the

Eighth District and State Conventions
The Arlington County Democratic Committee (ACDC) hereby calls an unassembled caucus on Monday, April 21, 2008, at 7:30 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. at the Lubber Run Community Center, 300 N Park Ave. Arlington, VA 22203, for the purpose of electing delegates to the 2008 Eighth District Convention and to the State Convention.  Early voting will be held on Thursday, April 17, 2008, from 7 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. at the Lubber Run Community Center.  No individual shall be eligible for election by the participants of the caucus whose name has not been filed with the Secretary for the Arlington County Democratic Committee, Kate Mesches, or her designated representative, at ACDC Headquarters, 2009 14th Street N, Suite 612, Arlington, VA 22201 (Phone: 703-528-8588 and Fax: 703-528-2321), by 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday, April 16, 2008.  The candidate must designate on his or her form whether the candidate is seeking a position as a delegate or as an alternate and a Presidential candidate preference.

Candidates may form slates which will appear on the ballot.  All such slates must also be filed with the Secretary by 5:00 p.m. on April 16.  Prospective candidates are urged to contact Kevin Vincent (Phone: 202-639-7719, Email: kevin.vincent62@gmail.com), who is assembling a Barack Obama slate, or Charlene Bickford (Phone: 703-525-7368, Email: arlington4Hillary@gmail.com) who is assembling a Hillary Clinton slate.
In order to certify the eligibility of a candidate for election, the Secretary shall ascertain that he or she is a resident of and registered to vote in Arlington County, Virginia; is a Democrat; does not intend to support, endorse, or assist any candidate who is opposed to a Democratic nominee or endorsee; and is not a member of any other political party.  A voluntary, administrative fee payable to ACDC of $25 (which may be waived) is requested to accompany all candidate filings.  The caucus shall elect: 32 delegates pledged to Hillary Clinton, 55 delegates pledged to Barack Obama, 16 alternates pledged to Hillary Clinton, and 27 alternates pledged to Barack Obama, based on the February 12 Presidential Preference Primary.  Candidates should be prepared to attend the Eighth District Convention to be held on May 17 in Alexandria, Virginia, and the State Convention to be held on June 14 in Hampton, Virginia.
Candidates may switch between seeking a delegate or alternate position or withdraw completely through 5 p.m. on Thursday, April 17, 2008.  Any affected slate shall be automatically amended to reflect such candidate decisions.  If the number of candidates seeking each type of position of each Presidential candidate is less than or equal to the number of positions to be filled at that time, the Secretary shall cancel the caucus.  Notice of cancellation shall be posted on the website at www.arlingtondemocrats.org. 
Any Arlington voter who certifies that: 1) he or she is a resident of and registered to vote in Arlington County, Virginia; 2) is a Democrat; 3) does not intend to support, endorse, or assist any candidate who is opposed to a Democratic nominee or endorsee; and 4)  is not a member of any other political party may participate in the caucus. 

 It shall be the duty of each member of the Arlington County Democratic Committee to take all feasible steps to encourage broad participation in the delegate selection process.  Discrimination on the basis of race, sex, age, color, national origin, religion, ethnic identity or economic status in the delegate selection process is prohibited.  The Arlington County Democratic Committee shall make every effort to ensure that the Arlington delegation is half-male and half-female.

The Chair of the Arlington County Democratic Committee shall assure the widest possible distribution of this call, including posting it on the website at www.arlingtondemocrats.org.
